1. Breeder, for the purpose of this contract,  is the authorized agent of the stallion’s owner and agrees to sell the Buyer, the mare owner in this contract, a 

 breeding season to the stallion _________________________at $ ________________. The breeding season in force for this contract shall begin February 1 and close July 1st of the year dated on this contract.

2. Buyer is the owner of the following mare: Mare Name: ________________________________, Breed __________________                                     Reg. No.  _______________ Year foaled: ___________ Mare will be sent to farm on: ____________ Wet/ Dry.
3. In addition to the service fee, buyer agrees to pay Iowa State University prior to mare leaving the farm the following fees: Board of                         $

/day or $

 (with foal by side), any mare breeding service charges incurred, and any veterinary fees incurred during the mare’s stay at the farm.

4. The Breeder requires 24 hours advance notice when the Mare Owner wishes to remove his mare(s) from the farm. The mare (and foal, if applicable) shall be released only upon payment in full of all outstanding invoices, including those from the veterinarian.

5. A photocopy of registration papers (both sides) shall be sent to Breeder with this contract and booking fee. A veterinarian's health certificate, worming and immunization records shall accompany the mare. If these are not presented upon a mare's arrival, the Breeder shall have the attending veterinarian make proper tests and evaluations at the Mare Owner's expense. Mare (and foal, if applicable) will be periodically vaccinated and wormed as deemed necessary at Mare owner's expense. Prior  to breeding the mare, the mare must:

a) Have received her vaccinations for West Nile, Eastern and Western Encephalomyelitis, Tetanus, Influenza, and Rhinopneumonitis (respiratory form).

b) A negative Coggins in the last 6 months

c) Have been dewormed within the last 30 days. 

d) Have hooves that are trimmed. If they are excessively long, the hooves will be trimmed at the expense of the owner. 

e) Be halter-broken. 

f) Be free from disease or infection that could be transmitted to the stallion or other horses staying at the Breeder’s farm.

6. The Buyer agrees to allow Iowa State University to have a qualified veterinarian check the mare for normal breeding conditions, and to perform such other veterinary services that Iowa State University may deem necessary for the proper treatment and protection of the mare and/or foal at side. This is to be at the Buyer’s expense and will be billed and due as necessary.

7. Breeder has the right to refuse to breed a mare if she is underweight (body condition score of 3 or below), reproductively unsound or unhealthy.

8. Buyer will have a veterinarian pregnancy check the mare between 14-20 days post breeding and 45-60 days post breeding. Buyer will provide notice of pregnancy status to Iowa State University within 20 days of examination or all guarantees are null and void. 

9. Live Foal Guarantee - Live foal means the foal shall stand and nurse after delivery. Buyer agrees that the Breeder, stallion owner and/or manager or any other agent of the Breeder does not make any guarantees as to the quality, or conformation of the foal, nor that the foal will be free of any conformation defect, disease, or inherited trait. If the mare proves barren, aborts her foal, or if the foal is stillborn, a return season will be guaranteed (subject to section 10 of this agreement) the following year only, providing proper notification is given to the Breeder. Proper notification shall be defined as follows: Written certification of abortion or death by a licensed veterinarian within seven days after the mare has slipped or produced a non-viable foal.  The Buyer shall also certify that such abortion or death did not result from any act or omission by the Buyer.

10. Should the stallion die or become unfit for breeding prior to serving the mare, or if the mare dies or becomes unfit for breeding prior to being serviced, this agreement is null and void. 

11. Breeder’s Certificate” will be issued for the foal, conceived by this mating, by the Breeder when all fees and expenses have been paid in full, and upon notification from the Buyer that the mare has produced a live foal.

12. This agreement cannot be transferred or assigned by the Buyer.  There shall be no right of return to the stallion if the mare is sold or otherwise changes ownership after being serviced by the stallion.

13. During the time that "the mare" is in the custody of Iowa State University, the University shall not be liable for any sickness, disease, theft, injury or death which may be suffered by the mare and/or foal at side or any other cause of action whatsoever arising out of or being connected in any way with breeding or boarding of the mare and/or foal, except where caused by the negligence of employees at Iowa State University.  This includes, but is not limited to, any personal injury or disability, which the mare owner or owners may receive while on Iowa State University premises.  The mare owner fully understands that Iowa State University does not carry any of the outside horses that are in their possession for breeding and boarding on any public liability, accidental injury, theft or equine mortality insurance and that all risks connected with breeding and boarding of the mare or mares are to be borne by the mare owner or owners.

14. This agreement is governed and shall be construed by the laws of the state of Iowa.

15. The signing of this contract entitles Breeder to charge 12% annual interest on all past due invoices. Past due billing is defined as those amounts not paid within 30 days of invoicing.

16. When the above named Buyer signs and return one copy of this agreement to the Breeder, it will be a binding contract on both parties, subject to the terms and conditions as described in the agreement.
